• Creation story from the book of Genesis in the Bible in the Old Testament. 

• God is the creator of the world according to the Bible and this is also in the 

Creed (the beliefs of the Christian church) used by many Christian 

congregations 

• In the Genesis account (Chapter 1) within the Bible, God gives the first 

humans the responsibility to look after the world He has created: 

“Be fruitful and increase in number; fill the earth and subdue it. Rule over the 

fish in the sea and the birds in the sky and over every living creature that 

moves on the ground.” 

• Christians believe in the Trinity. This is 

the complete relationship between 

God (the Father), Jesus (his son) and 

the Holy Spirit. 

• God “the Father” was the Creator as 
the Bible tells Christians that it was 

He who spoke the words of creation  

• Do I feel it is important to look 

after the world? 

• Why? 

• What would happen if we didn’t 
care about it?  

• What do I believe about 

creation?
